ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study are as follows:
1. To analyze the level of effectiveness of the management of Post - Moratorium
Occupational Revival Program(PMORP): A Case Study of Livestocks Farmers in
Mae Sariang District, Mae Hong Son Province.

2, To analyzed the farmers® attitude toward the performance of the PMORP

3. To study the problems of the PMORP implementation

Questionnaire survey was used %o collect data from the sample of 94 cases. Data were
then analyzed with the SPSS Program, using descriptive statistics such as frequencies,
percentages and arithmetic mean efc. to describe characteristics of the data and inferential
statistics, such as chi-square to test hypotheses. The results of the study revealed that:

Most of the surveyed sample are male, 40-49 yeas old, with primary school education.
These people were heads of the households and the family size was 3-4 people. Most of them
worked on farms with the average land holdings of 1-2 rais.

Before joining the program, the people’s average annual income was about 20,000 bath
and their annual expense was between 20,000-30,000 bath. Most of them were in debts between
30,00-50,000 bath and could not save arsy money. After joining the program, the quality of life
was much improved. Even though the income and expenditure did t.xot change much some of
them had enough money to buy farming equipment and could get surplus of meat products for
family consumption. Many people could have smail savings or about 5,000 baht and most

respondents have positive attitude toward the Program at the medium level. Most of them could
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save some money and could raise more animals. However, farmers with different socio-
economic backgrounds received benefits from the program differently.

Suggestions by surveyed sample are:

1. The program should provide the equipment, drug and vacéine or inform farmers
about the suppliers that sells these materials inexpensively. .

2. The program should find markets for the products or guarantee the minimum price of
the products.

3. The program should closely monitor the management of the program by sending
livestock officers to supervise, give advice and help solving the problems. personal source.

4. The program may try to support farmers with small capital for investrent.
