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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research are 1) to study the drug suppression policy at
the Hmong village level, 2) to study the attitude of the Hmong people towards the
policy, and 3)to suggest ways improving the effectiveness of the policy.

A closed and open —ended questionnaire was used to collect data from
368 Hmong people. Statistical analysis involved percentage and mean.

The findings were:

1) The respondents stated that on average there were 2 -3 drug addicts
in each village.

2) The types of drugs used by the addicts were firstly amphetamine,
followed by opium, heroin, marijuana, and other solvent substances. Factors affecting
the addiction were the lack of knowledge in the harmfulness of the drugs, the
weakness of law enforcement, the availability and cheapness of the drugs, and
the community value, respectively.

3) The respondents had a positive attitude towards the drug suppression

policy.
