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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study 1. the village police volunteer
project, 2. problems and causes of problems in performing the take of the police
volunteers, and 3) to propose ways to improve the police volunteer project.

Quantitative data were obtained from distributing a close and open-ended
questionnaire to 323 samples. Statistical univariate data analysis involved frequency,
percentage, and mean.

The findings were:

1. No problems were found in the task performing of the police volunteers.
Most people believed that the police volunteers’ performance were satisfactory.

2. The general public did not participate in the performance of the village

police volunteers.
