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ABSTRACT

The objective of the independent study titled “People’s Income Affecting the Local
Election” is to study the correlation between the various rates of the income of the people and
the behavior of local elections, the politician participation of the people as well as the
relationship with the local political parties. The hypotheses are that 1) various rates of the
income of the people affect various votes of local election; 2) various rates of the income of the
people correlate with the politician participation of the people; and 3) various rates of the
income of the people correlate with various relationship with the political parties. Moreover,
education of the people from various rates of the income affects the relationship with various
political parties. This study coveres the Ban Klang Municipality, San Pa Tong District, Chiang
Mai Province and the duration of tﬁe study covers the election year between 1999 and 2005.

The population used in this study was randomly selected. Accordiong to the number of
people who were eligible in voting in the year 2005, there were 8,322 people. Among this
number, 366 people were selected from 4 sub-districts: Ban Klang Sub-district, Makham Luang
Sub-district, Makhun Wan Sub-district, and ThaWang Phrao Sub-district, totally 14 villages,
each of which consists of 26-27 people.

The results are that various rates of the income of the people do not have correlation
with the votes of local election. Nor do they have with the politician participation of the people
as well as with the relationship with the political parties. It was also found that no matter in what

degree the income of one person belongs, the people will have freedom in choosing to vote and



choosing the persons who will be the representationves of the municipality. Government
agencies, politicians and knowledge and understanding cators play very small part in providing

education about politics to these people.
