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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study on “Performance Effectiveness of Villages and Community
Fund in Mueang Kelang Nakorn Municipality, Mueang District, Lampang Province” were 1) to
study the level of effectiveness of performance of Villages and Community Funds in Mueang
Kelang Nakorn Municipality, Mueang District, Lampang Province; 2) to investigate factors
affecting the performance of Villages and Community Funds in Mueang Kelang Nakorn
Municipality, Mueang District, Lampang Province; and 3) to explore problems and obstacles of
the performance of Villages and Community Funds in Mueang Kelang Nakorn Municipality,
Mueang District, Lampang Province. Samples of this study were 608 committee members and
members of the Villages and Community Fund in Mueang Kelang Nakorn Municipality, Mueang
Lampang District, Lampang Province. Data were collected by questionnaire and analyzed by
descriptive statistics, including frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The
findings were as follows:
1) Factors affecting the Level of Performance Effectiveness of Villages and Community
Fund:
The result of the study showed that factors including building learning network,
transparency in management, quality of the committee, quality of the members, confidence of the
members, and participatory management affecting the level of effectiveness of performance of

Villages and Community Fund at a medium level.



2) Effectiveness of Performance of Villages and Community Funds in Terms of Members
and the Community’s Self-Independence, Occupation Development, Job Creation and Income
Generation:

The study found that the effectiveness of performance of Villages and Community
Funds in terms of members and the community’s self-independence, occupation development, job
creation and income generation was at a medium level.

Problems and Obstacles: The study found that most of the problems and obstacles
resulted from rules, regulations, and practiced approaches since the committee and members of
the Fund did not understand their roles and responsibilities. In addition, the Fund members were
irresponsible in the use of loans for incorrect purposes; the fund management lacked monitoring
and evaluation; the committee and members lacked consultation and suggestions regarding Fund
management from related officials and organizations. Besides, there were no measures and laws

to seriously enforce the current Fund regulations for irresponsible members.
