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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1) to evaluate the drug prevention and suppression
procedure in entertainment places in Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province;
2) to identify effects resulted from the drug prevention and suppression procedure in entertainment
places in Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province; and 3) to study problems and obstacles
of the drug prevention and suppression procedure in entertainment places in Mueang Chiang Mai
District, Chiang Mai Province.

A methodology of this study was a questionnaire survey which was divided into 2 sets.
The first set was for 42 government officials, including policemen in all 4 police stations in
Mueang Chiang Mai District, administrative officials and narcotic suppression and prevention
officials. The other set for 96 entertainment place owners.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The performance of the drug prevention and suppression procedure in entertainment
places in Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province achieved in a medium level.

2. Effects from the drug prevention and suppression procedure in entertainment places
towards entertainment place owners were in a slight level.

3. Factors affecting the drug prevention and suppression procedure in entertainment

places in Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province were in a medium level. The most



effective factors supporting achievement of the drug prevention and suppression procedure were
the definite policy as well as the direction of the procedure from the administrators.

4. Problems and obstacles of the drug prevention and suppression procedure in
entertainment places resulted from law and policies and government organizations or government
officials. ~ To clarify, the law had to cover other entertainment places; for instance,
shops/restaurants with concealed entertainment activities. Besides, there was no integration
among associated organizations. Additionally, the entertainment place owners did not completely

cooperate in solving the drug problem in entertainment places.
