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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were firstly to study and evaluate the results of inmate
treatment procedures in use at prisons under Thai administration of justice. Secondly, it was to
study and to select treatment methods for offenders outside of prison. Thirdly, it was to study and
to analyze causes of culprits’ recidivism who were sentenced to imprisonment,

The data collecting instruments were a questionnaire of 120 copies for Chiang Mai
Central Prison officers and a questionnaire of 100 copies for inmates comimitting an offence more
than twice. The data was analyzed by social research computer program to evaluate the results of
inmate treatment procedures with prison and to study alternatives and approaches of inmate
treatment outside of prison. Furthermore, the qualitative research was conducted by an interview
as a case study in order to detect causes of offenders’ recidivism who had been sentenced to
imprisonment more than 3 times.

According to the study of causes of offenders’ recidivism having been sentenced to
imprisonment more than 3 times, it was found that the causes of commission of an offence were
mostly from inmates themselves, their family, their peers, and their surrounding environment.

The study revealed that on the subject of the evaluation of inmate treatment in Chiang
Mai Central prison, officers® and inmates’ views were that in general inmate treatment procedur;.as
were complete and the results were at a significant level. Both officers and inmates had the same
opinion that actual inmate treatment procedures were suitable and they should be operated

continuously.



Concerning the study of alternatives and inmate treatment approaches without prison,
most officers and inmates considered that probation, giving to the public interest, and community
service were current altematives utilized as ways to punish offenders. However, the use of these
options was rare. Therefore, these should be used for punishment more frequently, particularly
with culprits committing offences with recklessness or ones with minor cases in order to reduce

the number of inmates in the prison.
