ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to analyze the background of child protection,
principles, laws, guidelines, theories and how various problems and obstructions all affect the
utilization of laws according to the Complementary Acts of Criminal Laws (Paper No 20) B.E.2542.
The sampling pool of the study was divided into 5 groups, composed of inquiry officials, public
prosecutors, psychologists and social workers, defense lawyers, guardians and the participants
that children and youth proposed for the investigation. The instrument used for data collection
was document analysis form, questionnaires, and semi-interviews. Qualitative data was examined
by using content analysis white quantitative data was used in terms of statistics of percentage,
mean and standard deviation. The study findings were as follows:

The objectives of using such law at the investigatory level were not achieved due to lack
of appropriate place, instrument, personnel, operation, budgets and organizational structure. The
guidelines proposed to solve such problems were to improve the place, increase the personnel or
provide special working units in each organization, train personnel for specific purposes, build up
rules or improve the laws and the guidelines for working functions to serve the child rights

prevention, and protection according to the laws.
