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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to 1) analyze the effectiveness of narcotic
suppression according to the Ninth National Economic and Social Development Plan 2002-2006
of the government; 2) analyze factors affecting the success in narcotic suppression policy
implementation of Mae Sai police station, Chiang Rai Province and 3) survey problems of and
difficulties in narcotics suppression of Mae Sai police station, Chiang Rai Province.

The Sample group of this study was a total of 260 people being the members of a
group which reports on crime, the members of neighborhood policemen, and police officers of the
provincial police station, Maesai district, Chiang Rai province. The data collecting instrument
used was a questionnaire. Next, the data was analyzed by a statistical program. Frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, T-test and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation were
utilized for data analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The result of the implementation according to the Ninth National Economic and
Social Development Plan 2002-2006 revealed that the implementation of the narcotic suppression
policy and plan was at a high level. Firstly, there had been information collaboration. Secondly,
useful data of narcotic suppression had been developed. Thirdly, groups of people involving in
narcotic had been suppressed. Fourthly, the import of narcotic into the country had been

impeded. Fifthly, people had collaborated in giving information and clues about narcotic as



sixthly, laws had been implemented for persons involved in narcotic cases and the cases had been
prosecuted quickly, clearly, and justly.

2. On the subject of factors affecting the success in narcotic prevention and
suppression policy implementation, it showed that law a law enforcement and policy adaptability
to practice factors had influenced policy implementation at the highest levels. With respect to
resource factors, it was at a medium level in relation to the implementation.

3. Regarding problems of and difficulties in narcotic suppression of forts by the
provincial police station of Maesai district, it was found that there had been the problem of
geographical aspect of Chiang Rai province of which the frontier is with Burma and Laos. With
respect to resource problems, it was show, that lack of manpower, budget, equipment,
collaboration between officers and the department concerned was problematic. Besides, the
officers performing their mission were often irresponsible and did not seriously comply with the

policy.
