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ABSTRACT

The study aimed 1) to study the treatment for juvenile deliquents in Remand Home,
Chiang Mai Observation and Protection Centre under the standard treatment of Observation and
Protection Centre; 2) to survey problems and obstacles of treatment and care for juveniles in
Chiang Mai Observation and Protection Centre; 3) to study the parents’ expectation about
treatment and care for their children conducted by the officers of Remand Home, Chiang Mai
Observation and Protection Centre; 4) to study the problem of living conditions of juveniles in
Chiang Mai Observation and Protection Centre.

Samples consisted of 125 juveniles in Remand Home, Chiang Mai Observation and
Protection Centre, 53 parents, and 22 officers of Chiang Mai Observation and Protection Centre.
Questionnaire and interview were the methods for gathering data for this study.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. Almost all juveniles who are confined in Remand Home, Chiang Mai Observation
and Protection Centre are arrested under the charges relating to narcotics. They enter into this
centre for the first time. In addition, the number of male juveniles is greater than female juveniles.

2. Juveniles in Remand Home, Chiang Mai Observation and Protection Centre are
provided for by officers in terms of admission, observation, room and board, rehabilitation,
behavioral improvement, which is in excellent level and in accordance with normal Observation

and Protection Centre standards.



3. Problems and obstacles for treatment and care of juveniles in the Chiang Mai
Observation and Protection Centre including: officers deficiency, insufficient of budget compared
to tasks, insufficient of equipments compared to number of juveniles, office equipments are out of
date, procedures of treatment for juveniles are complicated and complex.

4. Juveniles in Remand Home, Chiang Mai Observation and Protection Centre receive
just treatment from officers and also appropriate for their ages. The officers take good care in
terms of providing the amenities of eating, resting, vocational training, rehabilitation, and

behavioral improvement for juveniles in order to reintegrate back into society without recidivism.
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
