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ABSTRACT

This independent study is designed: 1) to analyze the people need in participation in
managing the archaeological sites in Weang Kum Kam Saraphi District, Chiang Mai Province.
2) to survey the affect of developing the archaeological sites in Weang Kum Kam in cause of
historical tourism on the local people. 3) to survey the style and method of managing the
archaeological sites in Weang Kum Kam both in the past and in the future. Sampling units for the
study consists of the people in Weang Kum Kam Saraphi District, Chiang Mai Province, totally 3
villages, Jadeeream, Changkham and Phapher. Total amount of people is 315 persons. Data for
this independent study was collected through questionnaires.

The study results were summarized as follows:

The people need in participation in managing the archaeological sites in Weang Kum
Kam at the high level. The people need to participate by building up the Thai tourist’s
responsibilities to realize the value of historical site and strengthening their attitude to protect of
heritage for historical.

Managing the archaeological sites in Weang Kum Kam, Showing that the sampling
group really need to develop historical tourism. They suggest to lead any tourists to appreciate the
archaeological sites together with learning the history more over, They require the tourists to have
a good attitude to sustain the value of historical culture. Furthermore, the sustainable tourism
development was urged by the local community. by the tourist’s appreciation to learn historical
attitude to protect and the sustainable tourism development by coordinating between government

official, Organization of the local unit and local people engage of the garbage, water pollution and



air in order to protect the archaeological sites from any affection to safety and facility for many
tourism , The local people witch leader of local people are managing in area and device the fairly
benefit and clearly. The local people have opportunity to participate.

The local people was not affected by developing of the archaeological sites. Either in
the way of living nor personal life.

For the economical impact, the local people had positive impact, such as they got a
chance to earn by selling merchandise or participated in community activities, getting some job
and income. As for the spiritual and commitment, it was found that they also had positive impact,
such as, being care and cooperated with the government officer or local organization to taking
care of Weang Kum Kam, sense of belonging and being proud of the historical heritage of Weang

Kum Kam including have strong commitment to people in the community.
