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ABSTRACT 

  The research entitled  “People’s Participation in the Formulation of the 
Maejo Municipality 3-year Development Plan, Chiang Mai Province has the 
following objectives of study : 

  1.  To study the process of the formulation of a three-year development 

plan (B.E. 2549-2551)of Tambon Maejo, Sansai District Chiang Mai Province.  

 2. To study the level of the democratically participation of people in the 

process of development planning in three-year plan (B.E. 2549-2551) of  this Tambon, 

as well as to study the effects of people’s behaviors on local problems and the 
improvement of development plan. 
  3.   To study the problems, obstacles, strengths, and in an application of the 
plan for the advantage of this Local area.    
  Hypotheses of this study are (1) the people have taken part in the local 
development in preparing a three year plan for the Maejo municipality,  Sansai 
District, Chiang Mai Province at high level. (2) Individuals’ characteristics namely  
sex, age, education profession and position in society relate to the participation of the 
people in the formulation of three-year development plan. 
  Data were collected by mean of questionnaires delivered to 404 people 
from different village communities such as the community leaders, the communities 
committees, groups of housewives  in 3 Tambons (15 villages).
  These data were analyzed by using Statistical Package for Social Sciences 
(SPSS).  For factors relating to economic and social characteristics were described by 
descriptive statistics such as frequency, mean, and standard deviation. Bivariate 
relationship by independent variables, i.e. sex, age, education, profession and income  



were studied in relation with level of participation by using Chi-square at the 0.05 
level of significance.

 The results of the study show that local people had high level of 
participation ; thus, accept the first hypothesis. 
 Personal characteristics of informants, i.e. age, education, profession, 
income and position in society affect level of participation of individuals in the 
process of formulation of three-year plan at 0.05 statistical significance level, thus 
accept second hypothesis with an exception of factor “sex”. 
 Moreover, the study finds that people in Maejo municipality did not realize 
their role and duty in the participation in local government.  Majority of the people 
still believe that planning is a responsibility of state officials and local administrative 
personnel.  For problems and limitations concerning budget allocation, the 
complicated line of command resulted in inefftive implementation of the plan.
