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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study problems of the ethnic minority group and
Burmese government affecting Thai border security, the tendencies of problems increasing in the
future, including with the effect on Thai border security when fighting against Burmese ethnic
minority group.

The researcher studied relevant documents, text books and other research work.
Interviews were conducted with the ones who knew and understood the problems of the ethnic
groups. The interview results and data were analyzed.

The results were Burmese government solved the problems with violence. The Thai
government was not seriously in solving these problems since it focused on economic advantages.
Both international and private organizations put pressure on Burmese government to protect
human rights under democratic rule. However, this pressure did not affect any changes in the
government. The Burmese government concentrated on the unity and national security and tended
to continue their fighting against the ethnic minority groups.

This fighting affected Thai security and there was negative attitude among the two
countries. In terms of economics and social problems there were problems of human trafficking
and immigrants, drug addiction and insecurity of the people along the border together with
environmental degradation and epidemics. As for military security, violations of the Thai

sovereignty were often occurred and these problems tend to increase in the future.
