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ABSTRACT

This research aims at studying roles of the community justice network in preventing and
solving crime problems in communities. The objectives of this study are 1) to investigate
capability and readiness of the community justice network in preventing and solving crime
problems, 2) to study how communities will be benefited from the community justice network
when it participate in or become a part of the ministry of justice,3) to study the problems and
obstacles regarding operation of the community justice network in preventing and solving the
crime problem.

This study is conducted by using qualitative research methodology. One part of the data
was collected from related documents, and another part was collected via the interviews of
members of the community justice network, of the people in Nong Tong Sub-district, Hang Dong
District, Chiang Mai Province, and of the administrators and the officers in Chiang Mai Probation

Office.



The study results showed that members of the community justice network did not realize
their roles of crime problems prevention and solution. They were worried about their knowledge
of laws. This worry then affected their confidence in works. However, the administrators and
officers of Chiang Mai Probation Office expressed their opinions that the community justice
network may have some kind of readiness to work, but the government sector need to support the
network to work.

For capacity and readiness of the community justice network, the study results revealed
that the network had capacity and readiness in conflict resolutions in their communities.
However, people in the area expressed their views that kinship may cause the incompleteness of
the network. Anyhow, supports from the government are needed in order to empower working
capacity of the network.

Lastly, members of the community justice network and people in the area thought that
participating in and being a part of the Justice Ministry can benefit their communities in terms of
conflict resolutions in the communities and cost and time saving ( when traveling to contact with
the government organizations). The administrators and the officers of Chiang Mai Probation
Office also pointed out that the community justice network also benefited the government in

terms of that the network can help reducing numbers of cases and saving the government budgets.
