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     ABSTRACT 

 

 This research has the objectives to study the types and levels of participation of citizens 

as well as the problems in setting a 3-year Development Plan (B.E. 2553-2555) for Wiangphrao  

Municipality , Phrao District, Chiang Mai  Province. 

 The study examines 366 people who have the right to vote and live in Wiangphrao  

Municipality, Phrao District, Chiang Mai Province. Questionnaires are used to conduct this 

research. 

 The study found that participation of citizens in setting a 3-year Development Plan is still 

at a minimum level in terms of decision making, practice and evaluation.  Only the participation 

in receiving profit is at moderate level.  This might has caused by an unawareness of their roles 

and duties.  They only participate in civil society meetings and project presentation.  Then wait 

for profit sharing from those projects. 

 The problems and difficulties in setting this development plan are an insufficient 

only the duty and responsibility of the community representatives, committees and related officers. 

 In order to improve participation of citizens, the recommendations are:  to encourage 

them to be aware of their roles and duties, to do public relations and provide them with more 

information as well as to convince them to love and sacrifice for their own community.  The 

cooperation from related government agencies in terms of individual development, budget and 

technology transfer preparedness is also required.
