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ABSTRACT

The object of this research were to study 1) drug addict in the 33 : Army Regional 2)
methods in preventing the problem and 3) methods in solving the problems.

Data were collected by using questionnaire for 4 groups of respondent which were 1)
private soldiers 2) non-commissioned offices 3) commissioned officers and 4) the Kawila
community members, The total number of respondents was 300. Data were percentage.

The findings were :

1} The private soldier group was most concerned with the problem, followed by the
non-commissioned officer group, the commissioned officer group and the Kawila community
member group.

2) Methods used in preventing and solving the problem were:

2.1 the methods used by the private soldier group were entertainment, sports, giving
advices to friends, and participate in prevention activities

2.2 The methods used by the non-commissioned officer group were giving advices,
supervising, and consulting.

2.3 methods used by the commissioned officer group were supervising and
implementing the prevention policy.

3) The Kawila community members did not render cooperation in prevention and

solving of narcotic problem.
