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ABSTRACT

The study, "Problems and Obstacles in Collaboration for Implementing Social
Integration Project between Lamphun Province Prison and the Local Government Network", had
four objectives. The first objective was to investigate the problems and obstacles in the
collaboration for implementing a social integration project between Lamphun province prison and
the local administrative organizations network which has agreed to collaborate in preventing,
supporting, and providing for the prisoners and those who have been discharged not to repeat the
offences. The second aim was to search for approaches in developing the collaboration for
implementing social integration project between Lamphun province prison and the local
administrative organizations network in order to prevent, support, and provide opportunities for
the prisoners as well as those who have been discharged not to repeat the offences. Another
objective was to investigate the knowledge and understanding of the social integration project of
this social work network in the correctional affairs. Finally, the present study aimed to examine
the needs and problems of the prisoners in participating in the social integrated project in
Lamphun province prison.

There were 167 participants in the study. The first group of these participants was 104
prisoners who participated in the social integration project of the social work network in the

correctional affairs as well as those who were discharged in the 2553 B.E. fiscal year. In addition,



the present study included 40 prison staff members and 23 officers from the participated local
government network.

The findings revealed that there were problems with the preparation process, operation
process, and evaluation of the operation process. It was also found that there were different levels
of these problems. The operation process contained most of the problems. In terms of knowledge
and understanding of the social integration project of the social work network between local
administrative organizations network and the Lamphun prison, it was found that the majority of
the participants had high level of knowledge and understanding. Moreover, the prisoners decided
to participate in this social integration project because they wanted social welfare and vocational

training after being discharged rather than while under custody.
