Abstract

The aims of this study were to investigate factors influencing
the people's-settlement in the reservoir of Sirikit Dam, Changwat
Uttaradit, to compare the economic and social conditions of the people
in the settlement before and after the migration, and to study the
people’s activities which affected the enviromment of the reservoir.

The method of the study was a field survey. Simple random
sampling was used to select the sample population. The data were
obtained by means of interviewing with a structured questionnaire.
The analysis of data was done by using descriptive techniques. Wilcoxon
Test was employed in comparing the incomes between before and after
the settlement.

The results of the study showed that there are two main

factors influencing the people's settlement. The first and the most




important one is economic factor. The people haven't had their own
land, they, therefore, were willing to migrate intoc the reservoir so
that they could become fishermen and earn more money than they had
done in the former place. The other is a social factor. The neighbors’
and relatives' suggestions and assistance made them migrate to the new
areas.

Fishindg is the major source of income of the settled people,
while being hired labor and trading are the minor ones. More than half
of all families have second occupation such as farming, beéing hired
labor, selling things, and gardening. The average annual income of a
family 1is 28,297 baht. The avérage.monthly expense which 1is on
occupat.ional invéstment‘and on food is 2,354.47 baht; " All families
have more annual income than they used to have iﬁ their former living
areas. They can also savé more money monthly than they used to.
Moreover, most families‘thought thaﬁ their social situations such as
hygiene, recreation, socializing with people in other communities, and
living together are worse than before their settlement.

Concerning the environmznt of the resérvoir, it was found that
the families’ activittes involving being fishermen . affected the
environment the most. It lessened the aquatic lives in the reservoir.
The study had not found that other activities apparently affected the
environment.. This might have been because the reservoif is very.large

for the small amount of people who settled in it.
