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ABSTRACT

The independent study entitled, “The Acceleration of Issuance of Title Deed According
to Asset Capitalization Policy in Chiang Mai Province”, aimed to (1) explore socio-economic
subsequences as occurred due to the acceleration of issuance of title deed, (2) study effects
resulted from the mentioned policy, and (3) find out problems found in the process of acceleration
of issuance of title deed at the Title Deed Survey Center, Chiang Mai. Data collection was
completed by 174 people divided into 2 sample groups. The first group consisted of 24 officers
working in the filed related to the issuance of title deed, and the second group consisted of 150
people who got the title deeds in accordance with this policy.

The findings of this study were shown hereafter.

(1) In terms of socio-economy, the title deed holders gained their credit when they
submitted the title deed as the pledge to take out a loan. They, consequently, felt more
comfortable to hand in the loaning request. They, moreover, were allowed to have higher rate of
loaning amount. They revealed that the loaning money was mostly spent for increasing capital
fund for their own businesses, improving-repairing-or-buying accommodations, and paying for
the existing debts, in orderly.

(2) In terms of domestic relation, the title deed holders’ family relation mostly got
better. The holders could spend a bit longer time with their families. Though the time using for
family was not much increased, the family members listened to each other more and more.

Consequently, the family conflicts were very much decreased.



(3) Effects resulted from the acceleration of issuance of titled deed were positively
mentioned to the following items. Crimes and drug problems were a bit decreased. People in the
community increasingly applied local knowledge to their careers, and felt more possessive for

the land and natural resources. Furthermore, there was a bit increment of hiring in the community.
