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ABSTRACT

This study has the objectives to learning about different level of world view
(opinion) and relation’s factors of world view on military roles in politic of Military
Personnel of Kawila Military Camp and Wing 41 of Chiang Mai Province. The
investigation was based on information of 200 persons. Using close question about
knowledge, understanding and military roles in politic. Researcher has specify 5
dependent variables aged at government, education level, army, rank and salary,
Independent variables is vision with military roles in politic. Analyzed data by quantity
manner and descriptive statistics method, enumerate frequency, percentage
compare, SD and t-test and dependent variables — independent variables relation.

Results of this study show that the samples between military personnal of
Kawila military camp and Wing 41 have different opinion level on military roles in politic
by significant at 0.05 (t = 2.14 Sig = 0.03), so factor of different rank have different
opinion level on military roles in politic by significant at 0.05 (t = 37.72 Sig = 0.00) and
different aged at government 1-10 years and more than 10 years have different
opinion level on military roles in politic by significant at 0.05 (t = 7.42 Sig = 0.00). So

education level and salary no effect on military roles in politic.



Support factor on military roles in politic show that most sample have opinion in
moderately (mean = 3.03), Politic knowledge and understanding in abundantly (mean
= 3.77), Military roles in country development in abundantly (mean = 3.54) and other in
moderately (mean = 3.30).

This study indicate that tendency for military will perform politic intervene when
government lack of stability and politic critical in the country. So suggestion for
participate in politic of military is permit military neutral behave, give politics and
administration knowledge for military, clearly divide roles between military and
peoples.

From study’s results have recommendations that should study opinion
compare on military roles in politic in different area, politic participate, effect intervene
in politic and military image of peoples viewpoint and military image that people hope.

So study results will be data for build military image continually.
