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Abstract

The comparative study of some factors affecting farmers’ housewife group members
at different levels of success in Prachinburi province was aimed to compare the factors of
economic, communication, psychology and others among these three level to identify their
problems and needs,

The study is conducted by multi-stage samgpling and simple random sampling on 180
members from seven districts of Prachinbur province, dewided into three groups. The
respondents comprised of 30 members from first ievel (very good), 90 members from second
ievel {fairy and 30 from third fevel or poor performance. Then, the data are analyzed by
percentile, mean, standard deviation, mean score and F-test. The resuits are as follows | .

1. Economical Factor

It is found that agnicultural income and land use of all groups are not different.

2. Communicated Factor

It i1s found that these variables on meeting officials frequency, visiting town

frequency and training expenence are different significantly.



3. Psychological Factor

It is found that the groups are significant different at .01 level in terms of technical
purpose and implementation, confident in officials, knowledge and advaniage achievement
expectations and self - esteem need.

Besides, their problems for housewife group development were perceived as
followed  having no time to 'c:attend the training, inadequate fund for group operation, lack of
knowledge in doing and paid no attention to meeting of some members. Apart from these
problems, their needs are also found that they need more fund to distributed products to the
markets and more officials to train them about storage and food preservation techniques and also
agricultural handicraft, |

The suggestion of the study is that for poor and fair performancd group there should
be emphasized on these aspects : meeting officials more, training more, and confident in

officials.
