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ABSTRACT

The study of factors affecting agricultural credit repayment among the clients of the
Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative, Fang districts branch, Chiang Mai province aimed
at investigating the relationships between the economic and social status of the BAAC clients and
their credit repayment as well as problems, and needs Data deri'ved was collected from various kinds
of document and from interviewing the sample conducted through questionnaire. The data collection
stated above was made on 120 farmers. They were 30 % of the total and were selected from 400
BAAC clients through simple random sampling technique. The data was then analyzed through
statistical package for social science - SPSS. Percentage, frequency, means, chi-square were quoted

out. Variables investigated were sex , age , educational level , family members , area for agricultural

practices , adequacy of loan rendered from the Bank



of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative and foan rendcred from other institutions and problems
regarding agricultural practices,

The results regarding relationships among the factors foregone that affected the
agricultural credit repayment among the clients of the bank showed that types of loans rendered by the
Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative and other institutions were related to the credit ,
repayment to the Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative’s clients Significantly. In other
words, The clients who chose the loan type for agricuitural practices tended to repay their debt , more
than those who spent the loan for other purposes but not agricultural practices. This brought out the
samne results for those who applied for loan from different institutions.

Suggestions farm were this study that the Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural
Cooperative should set up effective credit repayment follow-up as far as the objectives were
concerned in order that the credit repayment would then be gﬁaranteed. The Bank of Agriculture
and Agricultural Cooperative should also offer the clients some information regarding production,
loans, savings, marketing, cooperation to be mé.de with the government sector. Some regulations of
the Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative should also be updated and prepared for

the clients’ needs,
