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Abstract

The abjectives of this study were to study credit needs of Bank for
Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives (BAAC) clients and credit needs for agricultural
refated occupations and study the relationship between the factors and credit needs for
agricultural related occupations .

Studied population was 4,577 BAAC Clients in San Kamphaeng District,
Chiang Mai Province. Studied sampling was 229 by Simple Random Sampling Method.
Data was collected by interview method. Statistical used were percentage, means,
standard deviation and Chi-square.

it was found that most BAAC Clients were male, age ranges between
31 - 40 years old and graduated from primary education. The average housshold .
member and household labour was 3.6 and 2.2, respectively. The average 'farm income
was 31,698.69 baht where as off farm income was 55,489.08 baht per year. Most BAAC
clients owned their land. They have been borrowed ioan only from BAAC and could pay
back the loan ontime by income from both farm and off farm. The average contact
frequency with the BAAC officers was 10.80 times a year. The average score of credit

knowledge was 8.4. Agﬁcultural related occupations include processing of agricultural-



related material such as production of wooden umbrella, fan, chair and crafting. They
experienced this processing for more than 5 years. The needs for credit for Agriculture
related occupations indicated at a medium level.

From the hypothesis testing, it was found that gender, age, education,
farm income, off farm income, land use holding, contact with credit bank officer, type of
~ agriculture related occupations, a number of years in processing are related with the
credit need for agriculture related occupation.

It was also found that problems and suggestions made by BAAC clients
so high interest rate that BAAC should reduce it. The process of credit approval was
slow so BAAG should improve. For the problem of low price and insufficient market,
BAAC clients would like BAAC to help.

| would suggest that BAAC Clients should be collaborated in order to
help each other and gain more bargaining power. They should learn to do simple
account so that they would know their actual statement. BAAC should invest more in
integrated agricultural activities rather than fix capital so that they would have enough
cash flow at the same time decrease risk. They should increase reliability by
consistently paying pack their loan. BAAC should also provide more opportunity for
clients both agriculture and non- agriculture. The gavemment should provide low interest

rate for BAAC and decrease tax for imported machine.
