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Abstract

The research aimed to compare production of fattening pig under the contract and non-
contract farming and to explore problems and recommendations of both types of fattening pig
farming in Chiang Mai and Lamphun provinces.

The population studied included 108 farms of the the contract and non - contract farmers
from Maetang, Sanphatong and Maerim Districts in Chiang Mai province and Maeta, Banti and
Muang Districts in Lamphun province. The data were gathered by interviewing with
questionnaires. Statistical analysis used were percentage, minimum and maximum value, standard
diviation and t-test to compare the production of fattening pig.

It was found that the contract and non - contract farmers had an average age about 44.12
and 46.31 years old, respectively. Both types of farmers had primary school education. Other
occupations of contract farmers were orchard gardener and the non - contract farmers were
merchant and government official.

From the comparative study on production of fattening pig of contract and non - contract

farmers, it was found that their experience on 'fattening pig raising (6.63 vs 13.48 years), total



number of pig in farm (442.2 vs 1,582.71 heads), the number of pigsty (19.40 vs 71.10
pigsties), number of fattening pig per pigsty (24.18 vs 18.0 heads), labour used in family (1.65
vs 2.25 persons), number of employees (1.54 vs 8.83 persons) , the total labour used (2.35 vs
8.90 persons), the net income from fattening pig production per stock (72,741.67 vs 400,110.08
Baht), the finance for venture (289,661.02 vs 3,238,750.00 Baht), feeding and management of
fattening pig production between the contract and non - contract farming were significantly
different at 0.01 level. While an average age of farmers (44.12 vs 46.31 years), the period of
fattening pig raising per pigsty (5.00 vs 4.05 months), labour cost (2,498.21 vs 3,474.29 Baht),
the interest rate (11.85 vs 9.27 percent), the management on housing and data record of fattening
pig raising were not significantly different at 0.05 level.

Both types of farmers needed the suggestions from private company officers, due to right

information, provision good care and fully assisted of fattening pig production.
