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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to study the attitudes of Lamphun farmers
towards EM wusage in longan production, to study the relationships between personal
characteristics and socio-economic factors and attitudes on EM usage in longan production and to
find out the problems and obstacles about EM usage of longan production.

Population of the study were 213 EM farmer user in Muang District and
Wangnonglong District, Lamphun Province. Data collection was done through questionnaire.
Statistical techniques used were percentage, arithmetic means, standard deviation and
Chi — square Test.

From research finding, it was found that the average score of the attitude of
Lamphun farmers on EM usage in longan production was high level of agreement on EM usage
in longan production.

From hypothesis testing, it was found that the contact to supervisor, EM training
experience, the position hold in community and Potassiumchlorate usage in longan production

were significantly related to the attitude of Lamphun farmers on EM usage in longan production.



The problems and obstacles of using of EM in longan production were the
farmers Jack of the knowledge on EM and EM application, lack of active leader who could assist
these farmers in the application of EM, using inferior EM concentrate, the information on EM
usage and its usefulness were not broadly disseminated and believed in the propaganda of
chemical fertilizer and pesticide companies.

Recommendations from this study were government sectors should be promote
and conduct research on EM and provide the training on appropriate use of EM for the longan

farmers.
