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Abstract

The objectives of the research entitled “Guidelines to Develop Learning Process of
Sufficiency Economy (SE) Group in Pasak Sub-district, Mueang District, Lamphun Province”
were to 1) identify knowledge on production process of group SE group’s members and their
adaptation under changes, 2) develop guidelines for developing the learning process of SE
group’s members, and 3) and identify the factors contribute to the development of their learning
process. Participatory action research was applied as a research methodology.

It was found that the production process of group SE group’s members is integrated
farming among modern rice and fruit farm, animal production, and fishery which diverse based
on prior agricultural pattern of their family. The adaptation of 18 farmers could be categorized
into three groups including, first, pioneer farmers who became farmers until present, second,
farmers who were used to be off-farm workers, and third, SE group’s members who do

agricultural farming as a supplementary for their happiness.



The development of the guidelines for developing the learning process of SE group’s
members was facilitated by external master student who become the research core-team and has
applied community-based research as a tool. The learning process includes 1) tuning up with
stakeholders and searching for research core-team, reflection towards SE project and activities
that was implemented, formulating research questions, 4) participatory design learning activities,
reflection on lessons learned and sharing with other farmers and related organizations in Pasak
Sub-district, and identify the factors contribute to the development of their learning process.

Additionally, those factors found to be 1) individual factors including family way of life;
production process; attitude, 2) SE group factors including group leader’s competence;
cooperation of the members; appropriate roles of each members that suit to their mission; role
model and encouragement from the leader; and learning activities which participatory designed
by the member; competence of facilitator, and 3) external factors including the policy of Pasak
administrative organization towards this SE project; coaching on learning process from
Community-Based Research Center at Chiang Mai University; tool of community-base research
approach and financial support from Thailand Research Fund through the Community-Based

Master Research Grant.
