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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study: (1) Farmers’ knowledge in sufficiency
economy philosophy. (2) The relationship between personal factors, pattern of receiving
knowledge in sufficiency economy philosophy, problem of learning such philosophy and farmers’
knowledge level in sufficiency economy philosophy. (3) Problems and obstacles in learning
sufficiency economy philosophy.

Sample group in this research comprise of 225 farmers that participated in Agricultural
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy Learning Center. The sampling technique was Multi Stage
Sampling. Data was collect through the used of questionnaire. Statistics employed were
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and multiple regression analysis.

The results of this study revealed that 59.6 percent of farmers were male with an average
age of 49.68 years. Most of them were marriage, had primary level of education and had an
average of 3.71 family members. Most of them were peasants and had an average income of 6080

Bath per month.



From studying the approach to receive knowledge in sufficiency economy philosophy of
the farmers, it was found that most of them learned from television for 10 — 12 months. On
average, they received the knowledge once a month.

For level of knowledge in sufficiency economy philosophy of farmers, it was found that
had high level of knowledge.

It was found that factors that statistically significant related to farmers’ level knowledge
in sufficiency economy philosophy were: age, income per month, time span of receiving
knowledge in sufficiency economy philosophy, the difficulty of the content of sufficiency
economy philosophy, problem of unable to find more sources of knowledge, problem of
unsufficient places for group meeting, and the problem of non - interesting in sufficiency
economy philosophy.

For problems, obstacles, and suggestion of farmers about learning of sufficiency
economy philosophy, it was found that the farmers had low level of problems. The farmers
suggested that the content of sufficiency economy philosophy should be made to understand more
easily. Also, the government and other involved sectors should informed farmers to be more
concerned in the important of sufficiency economy philosophy and provide more sources of

knowledge in sufficiency economy philosophy.
