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Abstract

This research focuses on evaluating how well the Cherng Doi dormitories meet student
housing satisfaction at present and how to improve its environment with optimal building
solutions.

The research was an attempt to investigate student’s level of satisfaction with the
housing and to find suitable criterion for improving residential functions and living environment
of the Cherng Doi dormitories to be Living and Learning Center. Student satisfaction was
basically assessed through a Post Occupancy Evaluation questionnaire. The 9 main criterions of
evaluating building aspects by Voordt were conducted as the key tools of the research
methodology.

The research output was statistically analyzed and hence used to explore factors
influencing residents’ satisfaction the most. Those have revealed that the building efficiency is the
most significant aspect that has an impact on the satisfaction of given sample students.
Consequently, the results can be thus applied to efficiently improve the Cherng Doi Residential
