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Abstract

The Objective of this study was to study the safety knowledge in working of operating staffs in
electronics industries, Tanin Elna Co.,Ltd., Changwat Chiang Mai,

The data of the study were gathered from 217 questionnaires of operating staffs. This sample
size was part of totally 500 operating staffs of 14 departments of Tanin Elna Co.,Ltd., Changwat Chiang
Mai. The questionnaires were concerned about the safety knowledge of operating staffs as stated in the
announcement of Ministry of Interior B.A. 2519 and 2520 which consisted of the safety knowledge
about machines, the safety knowledge under the environment of heat, illumination and sound including
the standard of personal safety equipment and the safety knowledge under the chemical environment.

From the study, we found that the operating staff had the safety knowledge in every
perspectives average 82,5 % . These perspectives were ranked respectively as follows; average 100 %
of working under chemical environment, average 92.3 % of working under heat environment, average
88.8 % of working with machines, average 81.6 % of working concerned about the standard of personal
safety equipment, average 77.7 % of working under sound environment and average 72.9 % of working

under illumination environment.
