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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to compare the dental occlusions at the mixed
dentition stage in two groups of patients, with unilateral complete cleft lip and palate,
who differed in the timing of lip and palate closure. Twenty-three patients with

unilateral cleft lip and palate were divided into two groups. Group 1, 12 patients

underwent one-stage operation of the lip and palate closure at mean age 14.92 + 4.81

months. Group 2, 11 patients had the lip and palate closures carried out in two
different stages, (mean age of lip closure 4.45 + 2.46 months, and palate closure 13.73
+ 3.00 months). Group 1, dental models were made at mean age 8.92 + 1.44 years.
Dental models in Group 2 were made at mean age 9.18 + 1.47 years. All of models
were measured for the anterior arch width, posterior arch width, anterior overjet,
anterior overbite, anterior crossbite, and posterior crossbite. The outcomes from those

one-stage and two-stage operations were compared. The results of this study showed



no statistically significant differences between the two groups. This study indicated at
there was no difference in the maloccusions between one-stage and two-stage

operations in patients at the mixed dentitions at nine year of age.
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
