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Abstract

This study emphasizes on two parts. Thé first part
involves the comparison between the Gini coefficients
estimdted from the short cut method qnd those from the
regres;ion. Tt is evident that there is no consistency
between tﬁé estimates from these two methoas; The estimated
Gini coefficients from the regression method are selected
and used- for the second part of the study because of the
reliability of the method.
| In the second part, it ié found that the
distributions of credit from the commercial banks in the

Chiang Mai city and outside areas, in Chiang Mai province,

are consistent with their respective economic structures of
the areas. The banks have increased the role (in tefms of
agricultural bredft-agricultﬁral gross. product ratio)
subtantially in the agricultural sector of the province.

However, the ratio is still the lowest relative to those of

the other sectors.



The credit shares, numbers of borrowers, as well as
.the quantity of credit supply in both agricultural and
industrial sectors have increased considerably since 1981.
The credit distribution in the industrial sector is
conformable td the government policy which attempts to
promote rural industry. In c¢ontrast, the distribution in
the agricultural sector becomes relatively more concentrated
in the city. 1In addition, the credit pef borrower in the
agricultural sectotr of the outside city arealhas decreased.
This should be reconsidered in details in order to adjust
the distribution and magnitude of the credit in the way that
will be most beneficial to the provincial economy .as the

whole.
