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Abstract

The two objectives of this study are to analyze ;3 1) incoﬁze
multiplier effects resulting from the expenditures of Thai and foreign
tourists i.e. total effect, direct effect , indirect effec£ and
income multipliers ,and 2) employment effects of Thai and foreign
tourism expenditures.

1985 Input-output table of Thailand of 26 sectors, and the
secondary data of Thai and foreign tourism expenditure of the t.;hole
kingdpm and Chiang Mai province 1n 1992 are used to estimate the
income multiplier effects and employment effects.

The study found that the whole kingdom foreign tourism
expenditure and Thai tourism expenditure in 1992 created national
income of approximatly 147,791 million baht (5.53 percentage of
national income) and 279,302 million baht (10.45 percentage of

national income’ respectively.



One million baht of the whole kingdom foreign tourism
expenditure in 1992 created 0.329% million baht of direct effect, 1.402
million baht of indirect effect, 1.731 million baht of total effect
and 1.40 of income multiplier. Income multiplier classified by sector
was largest in crops sector (3.43), food manufacturing sector (2.36)
and basic metal products sector (1.69) respectively. One million baht
of the whole kingdom Thai tourism expenditure in 1992 created 0.365
million baht of direct effect, 1.421 million_baht of indirect effect,
1.786 million baht of total effect‘aﬁd 1.42 of income multiplier.
Inéome multiplier classified by sector was largest in non-metallic
products sector (2.19), crops sector (2.03) and textile prodects
sector (1.89) respectively.

Chiang Mai foreign tourism expenditure and Thai tourism
expinditure in 1992 created income of approximatly 4,162 million. baht
and 8,525 million baht respectively. |

One million baht of Chiang Mai foreign tourism expenditure in
1992 created 0.293 million baht of direct effect, 1.331 million baht
of indirect effect, 1.624 million baht of total effect and 1.33 of
income multiplier. Income multiplier classified by sector was largest
in crops sector (2.06), food manufacturing sector (1.77) and textile
industry sector (1.54) respectively. One million baht of Chiang Mai
Thai tourism expenditure .in 1992 created 0.263 million baht of direct
effect, 1.294 million baht of indirect effect, 1.557 million baht of
total effect and 1.29 of income multiplier. Income multiplier was
largest. in non-metallic products sector (2.29), textile industry

sector (1.91) and crops sector (1.88) respectively.



In 1992, the whole kingdom foreign tourism created employment
of approximately 3,159,923 persons (10.19 percentage of the whole
kingdom employment) and the whole kingdom Thai tourism created
emplo&ment of approximately 6,020,281 persons (10.18 percentage of
whole kingdom employment.).

Chiang Mai’s foreign tourism and Thai tourism in 1992 created
employment of approximately 2,033 persons (0.27 percentage of Chiang
Mai employment in 1991) and 4,643 persons (0.62 percentage of Chiang

Mai employment in 1991) respectively.
