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Abstract

The objectives of this study are to find the natire of credit rationing of
commercial banks in Chiang Mai and factors affecting the credit rationing, monetary policy
affecting the credit rationing and the benefit for economic sectors,the factors determining risk

and characteristic of good borrower who get prime rate or low rate (MLR / MCR).

The results of this study are the ability of the borrower is important for credit
rationing, During the years 1992 - 1995, the level of credit rationing were 13.60, 14.24 , 15.03
and 16.40 percent of total lending respectively. The factors affecting credit rationing are risk,

collateral and type of bussiness.

Monetery Policies affected credit rationing are rural credit policy, financial
liberization and BIS (Bank for International Settlement) policy and the policy of supporting
investment in zone 3.The factors determining risk are the availability of information about
borrower or entrepreneur. The characteristics of good borrower are having good borrowing
record , earning potential ,bussiness professions and the amount of credit is over 10 n;ﬂ.lion
