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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study are (1) to study the eco-tourism demand in Umphang
District of Tak Province, and (2) to study the government policy, measure and budget for the
eco-tourism in Umphang District of Tak Province. Problems and strategies to promote the
eco-tourism in Umphang District of Tak Province are reviewed and evaluated. Primary and

secondary data are used for this study.

For primary data, questionnaires were used to obtain information. A total of 230 Thai
and foreign tourists who visited Umphang District of Tak Province were interviewed between
October to December 2000 . The data were then evaluated and analyzed using simple statistic
analysis. Multiple linear regression was also used to explain the relationship between the

demand for eco-tourism and factors determining it , such as age, income, and level of education.

The results of the study indicate that 53.5 per cent of the tourists are male and 46.5
per cent are female. Averagé age of the tourists is 27.54 years old. Most of them are single and
are students or employees. Average income of household these tourists interviewed is 34,818.91
Baht, Nearly over 50 per cent of them-are at least bachelor degree holders. The average number

of vacation days per year for this sample is 96.17days.



The results of the research indicate that more than half of the tourists interviewed
had never traveled to Umphang District of Tak Province before . For those who had visited
~ before, their average frequency of visiting is 1.11 times. Their main objective of taking the trip
was to take a holiday. Slightly half of them traveled with friends. Almost all of the tourists
traveled by car to Umphang. Most them stayed overnight. The average length of stay was 3 days/

visit. And, the average expenses was 1,484.11 Baht / person/ day.

The attitude of the tourists toward the eco-tourism and the supply of related services
for tourists in Umphang District of Tak Province were very satisfactory. Most (80.4 per cent)

would like to come back to Umphang again .

Multiple linear regression analysis results indicate that age is significanly related
inversely to the demand for eco-tourism in Umphang District of Tak Province . Other factors
which are found to be significantly related directly to the demand include the tourists’ number

of vocation days available in one year and the frequency of prior visits to Umphang.
