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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to study the general information, the generalization of
the sample, the general information of migrating, the general information of house purchasing, the
factors that had effect on migrating, the factors that had effect on house purchasing decisions and
the relation of population migrating on house purchasing in Sankamphaeng District, Chiang Mai
Province

The data of this study was primary data collected using a questionnaire from 172 people
who migrated for purchased houses in Sankamphaeng, age upper 20 years old, based on Simple
Random Sampling Method. The data were using descriptive statistics and Likerts Rating Scale
Method

The preliminary result found that the majority of respondents were male, with 41 to 50
years old, married and work as governor official or private employee with average income in the
range upper 40,001-50,000 baht per month

The study in general of migrating found that the most of the sample used to visit
Sankamphaeng District to work or travel more than once by other people suggestion and they
were migrated from other places. The influence factors of settled down were there were

convenience to work and study.



The study in house purchasing found that Sankamphaeng District had good status in
economic that made the advantage to buy houses. The most of people had known the information
from their friends and the internet. The first factor for house buying was good environment and
there was near the office. The most of people were interested in one and two stories house. The
objective was they used them as housing.

The study in migrating factor found that in economic factor, the sample was focused on
current occupation that had effected on migration. In population factor, the sample was focused
on the increasing of family member most. In culture factor, the sample was focused on the
civilization and modernizes most. In an environment and convenience factor, the sample was
focused on environment and calming.

The study of the hose purchasing decision factor found that the sample was focused on
the effect of current occupation most. In motivation factor, the sample was focused on the
reputation and the stability of housing project most. In consumer behavior factor, the sample was
focused on family’s financial status most.

The study in relation of population migrating on house purchasing found that there were
the relations between occupations and the factor in economic migrating. There were the relations
between incomes and the factor in economic migrating. And there were the relations between

occupations and the factor in the decision of purchasing houses.
