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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate the subsistence of elderly government officers and the
decision to engage in labor force participation after retirement. Data and information were
collected by interviewing 480 samples of elderly government officers over 50 years old in Chiang
Mai province. Data analysis based on descriptive statistics. Logistic regression model was used to
determine factors influencing the desire to work after retirement.

The results showed that 191 elderly government officers or 39.79% of all government
officers desired to work after retirement and the rest 60.21% undesired to work.

In the group of elderly government officers who desired to work after retirement, their
income was less than their expenditure. The average of net income was 7,843 baht per month
while the expenditure was 22,341 baht per month. The reason for working was due to gain more
income and to utilize their knowledge and capability fruitfully. They wished to work in
social/administrative field with condition of to get hourly wage, no regulation on time of working,
and need welfare in health insurance and hospitality expense.

In the group of those who don’t want to work after retirement, they were in a good

position of economic status. Their income was greater than their expenditure. The average of



income was 33,023 baht per month. The expenditure was 19,374 baht per month while the saving
was 347,162 baht. They don’t want to work after retirement because they have enough income for
living. They have financial support and need some resting.

The results of factors influencing the possibility to participate in working after retirement
showed that the expenditure was statistically significant at 0.01, the responsibility and saving
were statistically significant at 0.05, and income was statistically significant at 0.10. The elderly
government officers who have more expenditure, more responsibility, less saving and less income

tends to have more probability to Participate in working after retirement.
