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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study are to study the savings behavior of households in Thailand
and to study the factors affecting household savings in Thailand. The data used in this study was
derived from the household social economic survey 2010, collected by the National Statistic
Office. A total of 5,500 samples were taken. The statistical methodologies adopted for the
analysis were descriptive statistics presented by frequency, percentage, and average and analyze
the result by chi-square, correlation and regression.

The majority of the head of households were male, aged over 50 years old, educated
lower or equal to the primary level, and were in agricultural and fishery the most. There was an
average of 1-3 members per household, with an income ranging from 10,001 to 50,000 Baht and
most of them had debt of more than 100,000 Baht. The behavior study found that the majority,
there were 4,011 households with saving and 1,489 households without saving. Average savings
are 5,349 Baht per month. Most of deposit money in banks, financial institutions or cooperatives
because those institutes and cooperatives provided greater security means of saving while
households earned their interest. The main objective to save was to use for illness and retirement
period.

The result of the factors which influence savings of households, using Chi-square, found

that households with higher incomes saved more. If the head of households were female, the



savings amount was lower. As the age of the heads of households increased, the households’
saving decreased. Heads of households with high education saved more. Debt of households is
also related with saving, as if they had more debt, they would save more money. When the model
was estimated by regression, it was found that if income increases by 1 %, savings increases by
0.3 %. If female heads of households saved less than male heads of households by 9.3%. If debt
increased by 1 %, the savings increased by 0.054 %. If the members of a household increased by
1 person, savings would then increased by 13.1%. On average the heads of households who had
bachelor degree and graduate degree would save more by 103% and 137% respectively when

compared with those who graduated lower than a bachelor degree.
