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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the teachers'
behaviors 1n teaching Thal and analyze factors dealing with
behavior of Prathomsuksa 1 teachers. The data were collected by
means of Interviewing seven teachers from seven schools and
observing their teaching behaviors. Each teacher was observed
ten times in his/her class during the end of the academic year
1985. The data were then analyzed by catedorizing teachenrs'
behaviors and factors concerning with these behaviors. The major
findings were concluded as follows :

A. The teachers' behaviors were categorized Into three
groups !

1. Self-Centered Teachers

The teachers believed that =ztudents obtained their

skills in speaking and listening from their dailylives. As =8



result, they emphasized reading and writing skills. The students
could practice reading Thai textbooks with teachers or their
friends. However, they could practice writing by doing exercises
and copying extracts from textbooks. When students did their own
activities, the teachers did their own works not related to
students' learning. The teachers evaluated their lessons by
ocbserving students read and do their exercises. Iin addition, the
students were tested by using the school cluster's test at the
end of each semester.

As for the classroom management, the students were
found in the same groups during the one semester. . The teachers
directed the students' activities, used negative reinforcement
and geve unclear feedbacks. In addition, they were interested
only 1in good students, neglected the weak ones and I1gnored the
students' boredom as well as tiresome during their activities.
Time menagement depended mostly on the teachers' satisfaction.

2. Task-Centered Teachers

In practicing listening and spesking skills, the
teachers used questions according to the content of the lessons.
The teachers also used word cards in practicing new words in a
Thai textbook. For practicing writing sktlls, the teachers had
students copy new words, build up sentences with these words and
do exercises. They evaluated the lesson by setting behavioral
criteria for the objective tests, The students had to pass both
these tests, and the final examination required by the schootl

cluster.



As for the classroom management, the teachers had the
students work 1n groups and they were begrﬁuped only once in a
semester. When the studengs did their activities, the teachenrs
did extra work apart from their teaching routine assigned by the
principals. The classroom was noisy and confusing .during game
activities and when the pertiod of competitive game was longer
than one hour students were bored.

3. ldeal Teachers

The +teachers {integrated the four language skillg and
were well prepared for vartious teaching activities. The students
practiced speaking by telling thelr experience or story as well
as by guessing puzzles. For listening skills, the students
listened to the story told by other students and they could &lso
make comments ﬁn how to speak and listen effectively. The
students were trained to read and write new words dictated by
their teachers or their friends individually as well as in groups.
In addition, they copied the extract from textbooks and built up
sentences by wusing new words, Teaching materials as well as
effective methodology were usually found in every lesson.

As for the ¢lassrocom management, the teachers organized
the class by applying group work process, Students' seats and
groups were rearreanged every month. Extra activities were
sometimes carried out outside the classroom. With friendly
classroom atmosphere, students were enthusiastic and fully
participating in learning their lessons. The teachers paid

attention to all students, gave feedbacks clearly and



{immediately, and were algo interested in their students' families

and health,

B. Factors affecting the teachers' teaching behaviors.

Six {mportant factors were found to have influence on
teachers' teaching behaviors both directly and indirectly. They
were: 1) the teachers's outlooks and persconality, 2) the official
regulations, 3} the characteristics of students, 4) teachers®
colleagues, 5) the school principals and other educahiqnal
administrators and, 6) the teachers' second Jobs and their family

status.
