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Abstract

The. purpose of this research was to study the policy, the_
- objectives, the types, fhe organizat ions, the evaluation and the
. problems concerning the state of English Language co-curricular
activities in secondary schools, Chiang Rai Province.

The data was collécted from the population in 12 CcChiang Rai
secondary schools in the following ways; examined the ducuments of
English language co-curricular activities, conducted interviews with
12 heads of English Sections, collected questionnaires from 24 Fnglish
lénguage co~curricular activities advisors, and collected questionnaires
from 146 senior secondary school students who were the members of
English language skill enrichment clubs.

The analysis showed that all schools operated their English
language co-curricular activities by using Educational Quantity Policy

of General Education Department.



The important objectives.of the activities were to promote
students’ ability, aptitude and interest, and to promote their
knowledge, skill in English language and ability to use English as
Compunication.

Most. schools surveyed students’ need and readiness of sources
by informal sbeaking to their students and teachers. Radio-broascast,
bulletin boards, holding meeting in activity period as well as giving
ducuments were used in public relations. Activity advisors® roles
included organizing activity projects and plans. Advisors also were
resource persons .who taught English to the students. The heads of
English Sections developed advisors’ kmowledge and ability by being
resource persons to the teachers and preparing informative ducuments
for them. Most resources and supported organizing activity centers
were English language laboratories, English libraries, or English
‘language resoufce centers. The budget used for operat.ing these
student activities mostly came from selling things in the English
Sections and from member fees. Most of the activities were oberated
during activity periods and festivals. Ciassrooms and English
Resource centers were used for operating activities. Activity
advisors evaluated the activities by observing the students’® behavior
in participating in the activities. ®

Types of activities were found as the followings : Activity
clubs ; high level ; playing various games, reading the stories and
sumrarizing the main idea or expressing their own openion. Moderate
level ; listening to novels, conversations or short stories and
ansvwéring the questions or summarizing the main ideas, interviewing

or having conversation with their friends or teachers.

Promoting lmowledge and understanding of the culture of native
- speakers; high level; singing folk songs or pop songs and explaning
their meaning and culture. Special festival activities were Christmas
Day and Valentine’s Day.

Exhibited Activities; moderate level ; making bulletin boards
or exhibitions about English drammar.

Oﬁher Outside-class English Language Skill Enrichment Activities;
last. level; English language Competition Program

Various problems were foﬁnd ; for example; shortage of activity
advisors because of fewer teachers, shortage of teacher trainers in
organizing activities, lack of money, and lack of activity resources

for teachers.
