2527 4in
Educational Regmon 8, and the sample of the students of Home Eoconomioa,
and Arts—craft Education at the Mathayom Suksa 4 and firet year lavel
of Vocational Colleges of B.E, 2527 in Bducational Region 8. The

Four textbooks (Sasansumpun, Palangghan Kub
Karndumrongchiwit, Loak Kong Carbon and Sangsee-Seesarn) suggested
that the content, aﬁd the activities are suitable for the Compatability
with Teaching and Learning Principles, the Teaching and_Learnihg-kids
helped the students to understand suitability. The Quality of
Knowledge, the teachers of Mathayom Sukesa and the teachers of
Vocational Colleges suggested that the content should help for
everyday living, and more helpful in profeésionale In the Quality
of - Intellegence, and Sasansumpun and losk Kong Cerbon are very
difficult, In the menagement of the textbooks, the4teachers of
Mathayom Suksa and the teachers of Voocational Co;leges agreed that
the size of the textbooks were not suitebles. They suggested to

improve the cover, format, and better quality of papers.

The problems of the textbooks for the teachers were
that some of the content were very difficult, and too short. Some
of the experiments were not in success according to their purposes. -

Some of the contents of some textbooks were difficult to find the




supplementary knowledges. The teachers wanted to improve the

content, experiments, and the other supplementary documents.
