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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study teaching behaviors
and factors relsted to those behaviors of Prathom Suksa 6 mathematics
teachers in Saha Samphan School Cluster, Hang bong District.,, Chiang Mai
Province. The subjects of this study included six mathematics t.eachers
who teach in the third semester, acadamic vear 1990. Observation,
interview and field note were used to collect information. The
information was presented in descriptive form. The majof tfindings were
as foliow 3

1. Mathematics teachers’ teaching behaviors

1.1 Teaching preparation. This stage of teaching process
was found in two types. Type one, teachers planned the lessons in the
form of lesson pian both in brief and perfectiy. Type two, Leachers
pianned lesson by studying the teachers’ guide and students® workbook

and did not write the lesson plan.




1.2 Teaching and learning processes. In introduction stage,
the teachers used method of asking questions concerning previous
lmovledge, checking exercises on the chalkboard, solving mathematics
quest.ions 1n mind. In teaching stage, teachers used the methods of
explanation and giving examples, asking guestions concerning lknowledge
taught in the class. In conclusion stage, teachers let some of students
do exercises on chalkboard, answer questions concerning understanding,
do exercises at, their seats. At the same time, teachers walked around
the class to see how students did their works. About homework, it was
found that most of Lhe teachers assigned sﬁudents homeworks. There
was Jjust only one teacher did not give students homework.

1.3 Teaching and learning atmosphere. Teachers decorated the
room with pictures and charts regarding to the curriculum. There was an
area which arranged to be working corner, book corner, space for presenting
students’” works and hand-in homeworks. All of them made teachers and
students participated in all activities actively.

1.4 Evaluation. Most of the teachers evaluated the students’
achievement. by examing students’ exercises, workbooks and sometimes,
using behavior test.

2. Factors related to teaching behaviors. It was found that
school policies, teachers’ experiences, teachers’ understanding on
teaching problems, teaching materials and visual aids, and teachers’
attitude were the factors related to mathematics teachers’ teaching

behaviors.
