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Abstract

The purpose of . this study was to study conditions and problems
of implementing life experience area revised curriculum (B.E. 2533)
and to compare conditions of implementing it among different size of
schools. The samples were 104 schools wunder the office of Prachuap
Khiri Khan Provincial Primary Education.- The data were collected. by
questionnaires and analyzed by frequencies and percentages. The
figures and description were used for presentation. The results were
as follows:

1. Curriculum implementation : Most of the teachers in small,
medium size and large schools was in-serviced training about
revised—curriculqm but they could not use the gained knowledge to
write the lesson plan. Since they were lack of understanding and
documents for selecting contents. Instructional activities were still

teacher-centered approach. Moreover, the study showed that teachers



thought that each skill had to be used every time they taught.
Pictures were frequently used as main media because they were easy to
get, less time and budgets. Evaluation was taken by observation and
questioning because pupils had not enough skills to read and write.
Teachers were lack of knowledge and instrument in evaluation. Most of
school administrators and supervisors supported teachers by organizing
in-service training, providingr revised-curriculum documents and
supervising. They hardly supported innovations diffusion and
educational research training because they were lack of knowledge,
understanding, learning resources and personnel.

2. Problems of curriculum implementaion : Most of the teachers
in small, medium size and large schools were lack of knowledge about
lesson planning, lack of curriculum documents and they had nut enough
time to maké lesson plan. In instructional activities management,
teachers could not follow the lesson pian because pupils did not have
enough skills in reading and writing. Teachers were lack of
understanding about 9 step process skills and complement contents to
teach. Instructional media in schools were not enough. Teachers were
lack of time, budgets and knowledge to produce media. Teachers were
lack of knowledge and understanding about measurement and evaluation,
and evaluating instruments. School administrators and supervisors were
lack of knowledge about curriculum, lack of budgets in training, lack

of learning resources and lack of supervising instruments.
