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Abstract.

The purposes of this investigation were to study essential data
in pursuit of the appropriate alternatives ftor basic education
development and to present those alternatives in order to be
implemented toward strategic plénninq of basic education development
for the Mae Taens District. Primary Education Office (MTDPEO) during
the vyear 1992-1996. The questionnaires for this study were used in
collecting schools’ general data. school and school cluster educational
areas’ data, teachers’and students’ dsta. and other related data.

The findings were summarized as tollows :

The basic education 1in Mae Taeng District was provided by
several departments. With the focus on the MTDPEO. it managed 3

levels of education. i.e. pre-primarv. primary and secondary. in 68



schools and a‘schooi—branches. All of these schools provided primary
education. whereas 4 of them also provided secondary education. With

regard to teacher and student proportion. it was tfound to be 1 : 1i8.
Mostr t.eachers obtained bachelor desree. Concerning students. it  was
found that they lacked instructional materials and luncheon. The
enro} lment. trends.for pre-primary and primary education levels tended
to decrease while those of secondary education level tended to

increase. The learning achievement, of students who completed Prathom
Suksa © was at the average level and 48.94 percent of those students
continued their education in the secondary school level.

With resard to appropriate alternatives for planning of basic
education development during the vear 1982-1998 for the MTDPEO. there
vere the following suggestions :

With the focus on the educational management.. the alternatives
‘were to provide pre-primary education in all schools under the MTDPED
Jurisdiction. to open new schools or school-branches in every village,
to put emphasis on the improvement of educational management within
school, and to set up secondary school in every sub-district,.

With respect to educational personnel. the alternatives were to
improve cuality of instruction. to support teachers in continuing their
education, to have school and school cluster administrators working on
plamming development and managing the schools by these plans, to make
appropriate changes in rules and methods of school administrator

rotation. and to manage school cluster by school cluster committee.



Concerning the problem of decreasing students. the alternatives
were to  better school public relations and to prevent the flow ot
students out of the educational service area of each school. In
addition. the abolished school should be used as a carrer training
center. or a pre—primary school or a secondarv school. Furthermore.,
there should be 2 pilot projects tormed. i.e. school bus and =school
center projects. Model, method and budget of these projects should

be studied.
