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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to design adtivities of the
English reading comprehension, to study the development of the English
reading comprehension, to compare the development of the English
reading comprehension between the high, medium and low achievers and
to study attitudes toward learning English by using the Jigsaw
technique. The subjecgs were Prathom Suksa 6 students of Ban San Klang
(Rat Pattana) School, Chiang Ral, during the academic year of 1992.
After using the Jigsaw technique, the students' scores from the
reading achievement test and attitude test were statistically analyzed
by using Mean, Standard Deviation, Percent, t-test and One-way

Analysis of Variance.




The findings of this research were as follows :

1. The gain scores of the English reading development of
the-'students using £he Jigsaw technique'were significantly at the
level of .01.

2. The gain scores of the high, medium and low achievers,
learning through the Jigsaw technique were not significantly different
from each other.

3. The students had positive attitudes toward English
learning through the jigsaw technique; especially the best attitudes
toward fairness of grading, teacher academic support, teacher personal
support., resource interdependence, cohesion, goal interdependence and
Eooperation. Toward alienation, student academic support, extrinsic
motivation (social approval), student personal support and academice

self-esteem, students' attitudes were better.
