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Abstract

The purpose of the study was to evaluste the Master's
Degree‘ Program (Plan A) of Agricultural Techno}ogy in
Agricultural Extension (1985) at Maejo Institute of
Agricultural Technology, The evaluation aimed at 12
components of the program.

Experts, instructors, students, graduates, graduates'
superior, end their gradustes ;Olleagues were asked to answer
the questionnaire and were interviewed. The survey of +the
performance instructors and graduates was conducted. Opinions of
experts, Instructors, students end <raduates were used as a
criterion measure for the success of the program which was
accepted by the program decisionmakers.

The results of the study were as follows i

1. The obJjectives of curriculum were clarified,




understandable and practical. They all aimed to promote the
graduates to be agricultural extension workers. The objectives
of every course corresponded with the first objectives of
curriculum, Saveh o? thirteen courses were céngruent with
four objectives of the curriculum. Moreover, the objectives
of every course highly corresponded with social environment as
well as social problems.

2. The structure of the curriculum and the sequence of the
courses were appropriate,

3. Program administration, instructor acquisition method
towards +the objectives of any courses were appropriate. In
addition, the provided study plan of graduate school was fair,

4, Most of instructors had apprépriabe rerformance as
stated criterion and understood the objectives of the program.

5. Most of instructors have their own work load as stated
criterion or higher, except the tesching hours 1in Master's
degree level was lower.

6. Elght of fourteen roles of students advisors
correspondéd with the expecbation-oP students and gradustes.

7. Ten of fourteen roles of thesis's committee
corresponded with the expectation of students and <raduates.

Bs Most oOf instructionel, messurement and evalustion
activities corresponded with the expectstion of students and
graduates.

9. The teaching mebterisis asnd media of instruction waré

not sufficient and were low gquality. Books and thai journals




were also nob suFPicient as well as there were small number
of foreign text books.

10. Most of, the students' quelifications before studying
this program were as stated criterion,

11. Program decisi§nmakers were satisfied with the number
of thg graduates each year and their study time range.

12+ Most of gradustes performed their routine work at good

level as well as agricultural extension work.
