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Abstract

The aims of this research were firstly, to study the performance
competencies of primary school teachers’ knowledge and understanding,
methods and their characteristics; secondly, to study difficulties and
ways to improve their performance. The population of this study
comprised of 96 teaghers in Kuru Thayat Project, who were appointed
between 1989-1991 and worked in primary schools under The Office of
Provincial Primary Education in Educational Region 8. Including 77
administrators of 77 primary schools where teachers in Kuru Thayat
. Project worked. Questionnaires were employed to evaluate the
‘teachers’ performance competencies. The data obtained from
questionnaires were then analyzed by the SPSS/PC program in terms of

frequencies, percentages, means and standard deviation,




The major findings of this research were as follows :

1. Primary school teachers iﬁ Kuru Thayat Project displayed
high competencies concerning knowledge in office work, school
development., guidance and knowledge of teacher profession.

‘2. Primary school teachers in Kuru Thayat Project showed
high competencies in measurement and evaluation, student activities,
collecting and recording student information and dévoting to work.

3. Primary school teachers in Kuru Thayat Project showed
qualified characteristics especially leadership style, attitude
toward teacher profession and good standard of living.

4. Primary school teachers in Kuru Thayat Project encoutered
some difficulties and then proposed solutions as follows :

1) Knowledgse and understanding : Most problems faced by
primary school teachers in Kuru Thayat Project were lack of academic
resources for providing information on subject contents and curriculum
development 3 students’ lack of readiness to perform process skills 3
not.  enough budget for instructional medias and materials for
educational innovations.

2) Methods : Most difficulties of primary school in Kuru
Thayat Project were students’ lack of materials ; not enough budget
for school lunch program service ; lack of necessary inétructional

medias and too much assigned work.




3} Characteristics : Most difficulties of primary school
teachers in Kuru Thayat Project were comuncating to local people with
dialect 3 nﬁt sufficient provided resident and disagreed idea with
colleagues.

Suggéstions were made by teachers that a resource
center must be established to facilitate teachers about knowledge,
matérials and medias ; prepare students readiness in process skills 3
find budget support from community for school lunch program service
and teachéré’ resident s assigned equal work load to teachers ; use
children as means to communicate with parents and use democratic

approach with colleagues.
