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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study about work
experienced curriculum and instruction in these three aspects : the
local needs, the lesson plans and the relevance of lesson plans and
local needs. Five schools in the oprimary curriculum development,
project, Mae Hong Son Province were the subjects of study. The data
were collected from the school administrators and work experienced
teachers by questionnaires, the data were also collected from village
chieftains, school educational board members and board of education
and culture village’s development members by interviewing. The
analytical form was used for the lesson plans analysis. The findings

were as tollows ¢



Local needs : All communities r1eeded the following
characteristics ; work ability, work habbit, regular work improvement.,
and basic requirement. for vocation. The content of house work,
agriculture, and preparation for vocation were also needed.

The lesson plans : The community needs were surveyed by meeting
students’ parent.s. Most teachers analized the content. from Department
of Academeic Affairs prescription for making the lesson plans.

The relevance of lesson plans and local needs : The students’
characteristics satisfied both the community and school. 1In terms of
the curriculum content, the community needed moré subjects than the
school provided, especially, the preparation for vocation as trade and
service work, a hairdresser, a local industrialist and a skilled
workman as a fueler, a fitter, a mechanic, a bicycle-repairman, a
weaver, a wicker worker, a carpenter, a builder and a painter. The
limitation of the schools were that lacks of skilled teachers, tools,

machines and materials for practice.
