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Abstract

The purposes of this investigation were to analyze thoughts and
policy of the Buddhist Institution commpunity development., the
corresponding between activities of sub-district training and the
Buddhist, Instution, together with the problems and obstacles in the
procedure. The sample consisted of 240 monks/members from 16
sub—disﬁrict training units in Chiang Mai Province. The instrument
used was a questiomnaire constructed by the researcher. Whereupon, the
collected data were apnalyze through the application of percentage.

The findings concerning thoughts and policy of the Buddhist
Institution community development were as follows : both monks and
members agreed that, the Buddhist Instifution should have a hand in
community development. with regard to spiritual and non-spiritual

~aspect.s. The National Buddhist Administrat.ive Board had a policy in




the promotion and support of monk’s roles in community devélopment.
The Board also set up various development projects for monks +to
perform. Moreover, the government gave the monetary support and
offered helps in the works. As for the corresponding between the
project’s activities and thoughts/policy ; they were found not in line
with each other, where most. activities performed were in the spiritual
aspect.. With respect to problems and abstacles regarding the works ;
they were : insufficient monetary support, budget received at

inappropriate time, and most members did not understand i+he project

policy.
