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Abstract

The purposes of this rggearch were to study English reading
achievement of Mathayom Suksa 5 students taught by emphasizing the use
of the Process Skills compared with the students taught by the normal
strategy and to study the Process Skills development. of the experimental
group. The subiects chosen by simple random sampling way were 76
Mathayom Suksa 5 stqdents studying the course of English Reading 4
(English 034) in the 2nd semester of 1992 academic year in Maerim
Wittayakhom School, Chiang Mai Province. The researcher taught the
experimental group by emphasizing the use of the Process Skills and
taught the controlled group by the normal strategy for six weeks.
After taking the Pretest and the Posttest, the students? scores of the
English reading achievenent tests were statistically analyzed with

t-test. The usage of the Process Skills and the Process Skills




development of the Experimental group were measured with the 8
questionaires after the subjects read passages 1,3 and 6 and did the
8 reading activities. The scores were also statistically analyzed
and all the findings are :

1. The English reading achievement of the students taught. by
emphasizing the use of the Process skills was significantly different
from that of the students taught by the normal strategy at the level
of .001

2. The students taught by emphasizing the use of the Process
Skills happened to have the Process Skills and were able to use them

while reading the passages and doing the reading activities.
