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Abstract

This study investigated problems and causes of acadenic affairs
management and administration at the lower secondary education in
primar& schools under the office of Chiang Mai Provincial Primary
Education. The population under study consisted of 156 school
administrators and asgistants wherelthe sample comprised 147 teachers
from 78 primary achools which were offering the lower secondary
education during the 1992 academic year.. The instrument used in
collecting the data was a questionnaire, check list and open ended.
The collected data were then analyzed through the application of
percentage.

The findings indicated that most aspects of academic affairs
panagement. and administration were 1lack of readiness and had problens

in personnel, achool plant, materials and finance. . Adninistrators and




teachers tried to set ﬁp the best learning and teaching situations
with regard to available administrative resources, but there were some
1imitations in the process, i.e. insufficient time for what was needed
to be done, lack of teachers in specific fields such as mathematics,
science and career-oriented specialists, lack of teachers in general,
teachers lacked of knowledge and understanding in setting up the plan
for some learning programs, programs of study were not vary enough
for students to select according to their aptitude,‘ career—oriented
program still needed more materials and instruments,‘and lack of
school plant and needed materials. other important aspects wefe
thot aodministrators and teachers should have more knowledge and
understanding in curriculum administrétion, appropriate teaching and
learning situations, and more knowledge in planning regarding plant

adninistration.
